BY-LAWS of the Information Technology and Politics 
Section of the American Political Science Association
As revised by two-thirds vote of Section Members at the
2011 Annual Business Meeting, in accordance with Article VIII. 
ARTICLE I Offices 

Section l. Principal Office. The principal office of the Information Technology and Politics Section of the American Political Science Association (hereinafter called APSA) shall be at the college of the President of the Information Technology and Politics (hereinafter called ITP) section.
ARTICLE II Membership 

Section 1. Membership Qualifications. Any member of the APSA who so indicates on the APSA membership form and pays the corresponding fee shall be accepted as a member of the ITP section. 

ARTICLE III Meeting of Members 
Section 1. Annual Meetings. The annual meeting of the Members for the nomination of officers and for the transaction of other business shall be held at a time to coincide with the APSA annual conference.
Section 2. Special Meetings. A special meeting of the Members for any purpose, unless otherwise prescribed by the statute, may be called at any time by the President or by order of the Executive Council and shall be called by the President or Secretary upon request in writing of twenty-ﬁve percent (25%) of the Members entitled to vote thereat.
Section 3. Voting. At each meeting of the Members, every Member shall be entitled to vote. Other votes on section policy may be by mail or email ballot.
Section 4. List of Members. It shall be the duty of the Financial Officer to prepare a complete list of the Members entitled to vote.
ARTICLE IV Executive Council
Section 1. General Powers. The property, affairs, and business of ITP Section of APSA shall be managed by the President in cooperation with the Executive Council.
Section 2. Number, Election, Qualifications, and Terms of Office. The Executive Council shall be comprised of the President, President-Elect, Financial Officer, Newsletter Editor, Secretary, and Council Members (hereinafter called the Officers) elected by the Members. The Officers except the President shall be nominated at the Section business meeting, held annually at the annual APSA meeting, except that write-in candidacies are allowable as well. The actual election shall be held by electronic ballot under the supervision of the current President. The Officers so elected shall take office at the conclusion of that election, on the basis of a majority of votes cast. The President-Elect shall become the President automatically, without vote. If the President-Elect is not available for however, then the President shall be nominated and elected in the same manner as the other Officers. There will five at-large council members, along with the President-Elect, Treasurer, Secretary, and Newsletter Editor, who also serve as council members. This brings the total number of council members to nine.  Council members are elected in overlapping three-year cycles, such that three Council Members are elected each year for a two-year term. No person shall be a candidate without his/her prior approval. Officers shall be elected by a plurality of the votes ‘of the Members entitled to vote at any annual or special meeting of the Members; are by mail ballot. Officers must be APSA Members. No person shall hold more than one position on the Executive Council. The term of office for all Officers is one year, except that Council Members and the Financial Officer serve two years. There is no restriction on reelection.
Section 3. Removal. Any Officer may be removed from office with or without cause by a vote, at annual or special meeting of the Members, of two-thirds (2/3) of the Members present in person, after such removal was first purposed by the Executive Council or Twenty-ﬁve percent (25%) of the Members entitled to vote at any annual or special meeting of the Members and submitted to the Executive Council.
Section 4. Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Executive Council may be held at such places and at such times as the Executive Council shall determine, or in lieu of actual meeting may be held by mail, electronic mail, or teleconferencing. There is no minimum or maximum number of such meetings. The Council Meetings shall be arranged by the President at the request of three or more Officers. An annual Section business meeting will take place at the annual APSA national convention.
Section 5. Quorum and Manner of Acting. However many Members attend the annual Section meeting shall be a quorum for purposes of transacting business at the annual Section business meeting. At Council meetings, a quorum shall be half of the number of Officers (5). Written or electronic notice of Council meetings must be sent to all Council members by the President.
Section 6. Committees. The Executive Council may establish such committees of the Executive Council having such duties and powers as it may deem appropriate. A majority of all the Members of any such committee may ﬁx its rules of procedure, determine its action, and ﬁx the time and place of its meetings and specify what notice thereof if any, shall be given, unless the Executive Council shall otherwise provide. The Executive Council may change the members of any such committee with or Without cause at any time
ARTICLE V Officers 

Section 1. Number. The officers of the ITP Section of APSA shall be a President, President-Elect, a Financial Officer, a Newsletter Editor, a Secretary, five Council Members, and such other officers and agents as may be appointed by the Executive Council pursuant to section 2 of this article.
Section 2. Other Officers. The ITP Section of APSA may have such other officers and agents as may be deemed necessary by the Executive Council. Such other officers and agents shall be appointed in such manner, have such duties, and hold their offices for such terms as may be determined by the Executive Council.
Section 3. The President. The President shall be responsible for fulfilling the purpose of the ITP Section of APSA. He or she shall serve as Chairperson of the Executive Council and as the official representative of APSA in its relations with other organizations and the public. The President shall be nominated to serve as conference coordinator for the Section for the upcoming annual meeting of APSA, and shall make arrangements with APSA for sections under the Section's sponsorship. This coordination shall involve a call for conference participation to be mailed to all Members.
Section 4. The President-Elect (Vice President). In the event of the absence or disability of the President, the President-Elect shall perform all duties of the President; and when so acting, shall have all the powers of, and be subject to all the restrictions upon, the President. Except where by law the signature of the President is required, the President-Elect shall possess the same power as the President to sign all certificates, contracts, obligations, and other instruments of the Section.
Section 5. The Financial Officer. The Financial Officer shall keep and disburse the moneys of APSA, as overseen by the Executive Council, shall keep correct books of account, shall render to the President and to the Executive Council at the regular meetings thereof, or whenever requested by them, reports of financial transactions by him or her and of the financial condition of the ITP Section of APSA, and shall prepare an annual report of finances to be included in reports required by APSA.
Section 6. The Newsletter Editor. The Newsletter Editor shall be responsible for editing and arranging printing and distribution of the Section newsletter at least
once per year.
ARTICLE VI
Section 1. The Executive Council shall from time to time determine annual fee to be paid by Members and recommend changes to the annual business meeting of Members; Upon acceptance, the recommended changes shall be submitted to the APSA. 
Section 2. All funds of the Section not otherwise employed shall be deposited to the credit of the Section in such depositories as the Treasurer may determine. The Executive Council, however, may override the Treasurer in determining the depository
ARTICLE VII
These By-Laws shall be subject to alteration, amendment or repeal, and new By-Laws not inconsistent with any provision of the APSA may be made, by a two thirds vote of Section Members at the annual business meeting.
