Since the installation of the nation’s first president of African descent in January 

2009, numerous questions have been raised concerning the unprecedented op-
portunities and significance of having a nonwhite male in charge of the White 

House – questions about the future of US race relations, racial progress, and de-
mocratic participation and governance. Although we won’t know the full impact of 
Obama’s presidency for a long time, what is certain is the heightened importance 

of the REP section’s contributions on the issues of race, ethnicity, and sover-
eignty.

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Report from the Indigenous Studies Network  
 
This has been a year of transition for the related group, the Indigenous Studies Network, but we 

hope that we are moving in a good direction. We have both good and sad news to report. 

 
To begin with the sad news,  we lost one of our most active members, Darlene Williams, to cancer 
in September 2008. Darlene was the first indigenous recipient of the APSA Minority Fellowship pro-
gram, awarded in 2003.  Since becoming a member of ISN, Darlene has served the related group in 
multiple roles with great distinction. Among her other contributions, she, along with Stephanie Di 
Alto, helped to arrange the ISN program for APSA for the last few years, and her insight and vision 
were reflected in the quality of the panels. She was also serving a term on the executive council for 

REP, which was cut short prematurely by her passing. She will be missed not only for her scholar-
ship, but for her vision, humor, and sheer common sense. In the Toronto meetings, there will be an 
opportunity for those who would like to commemorate her presence to meet and honor her life. 
 
On a happier note, we are actively working to create an APSA status committee for indigenous peo-
ples and will reach out to all REP members to help get the needed signatures. Our hope, in pursuing 

this, is to further indigenize the academy by bringing an understanding of the fundamental chal-
lenges that indigenous scholarship presents to the settled (settler?) wisdom of the discipline. We 

also look forward to the opportunity to find more slots for indigenous scholars and those doing work 
on indigenous topics in the annual meeting. 
 
ISN is also sponsoring a ―working group‖ for the APSA 2009 meetings, titled ―Tribal Sovereignty and 
Indigenous Peoples and Politics‖, hosted by Paula Mohan and Stephanie Di Alto. We welcome and 

invite any REP member who is interested to join and to share in our discussions. For details, please 
go to the APSA page on ―working groups‖ and you will be able to read more specific details about 
ours.  

The Committee on the Status of Blacks in the Profession 

The Committee on the Status of Blacks in the Profession is one of the oldest standing committees of 

the American Political Science Association (http://apsanet.org/content_3688.cfm). Its current mem-
bers are Clarissa Peterson and Robert (Bob) Starks (Co-Chairs), Alice Jackson,  Mark Q. Sawyer,  
Valeria Sinclair-Chapman, and Toni-Michelle Travis. The committee provides periodic reports to 

APSA on issues of concern to African Americans in the profession. The committee is currently re-
sponding to the findings of its article which appeared in PS: Political Science & Politics, ―Survey of 
African American Portrayal in Introductory Textbooks in American Government/Politics: A Report of 

the 
 
APSA Standing Committee on the Status of Blacks in the Profession.‖ This article uncovered the 
overwhelming problems with the way that American Government textbooks cover race.  As a result, 
the committee is creating a list of consultants to provide textbook authors and publishers.  The 
committee is also working on connecting with the authors and publishers to pursue a dialogue on 
how the textbooks might be come more inclusive. To this end the committee plans to meet with the 

major textbooks book authors and publishers over the next three years.   
  
The committee has noticed a low number of Black faculty members at the annual meeting of APSA 
and  is undergoing efforts to increase Black membership.  Moreover, the committee hopes to in-
crease the number of Black members who participate in the governance of APSA.    
 

Finally, In honor of the late Linda Faye Williams, the CSBP plans to propose a mentoring award for 

faculty members.  We hope to increase the number of faculty members who become mentors and 
award them for their hard work.  The committee is working on the details and proposal.  We invite 
REP members to sign up for the Mentoring Initiative, administered via the APSA website. If you are 
interested in providing advice and assistance to students or other scholars in the  field, please visit 
the site. or send an email to the Educational, Professional and Minority Initiative Office at  
mentoring@apsanet.org.
