Ayaz, Aazar and Andrea Fleschenberg (Eds.) The Gender Face of Asian 

Politics. Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2009.  

 
The Gender Face of Asian Politics covers a wide range of studies on gender and 

politics, gender and political leadership, impact and forms of female political rep-

resentation, and participation in different Asian countries such as Afghanistan, 

the Philippines, India, Burma/Myanmar, Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia and Paki-

stan. Beyond discussing the success and outcome of regional quota provisions 

and female public policy-making, international authors coming from North 

America, Europe and Asia investigate women's roles and contributions as 

change agents, female heads of government or state, and parliamentarians as 

well as opposition leaders at different tiers, from the local grassroots to the top 

echelons of political power.  

 
Goetz, Anne Marie. Governing Women: Womenõs Political Effectiveness 

in Context of Democratization and Governance Reform . New 

York: Routledge, 2008.  

  
Though the proportion of women in national assemblies still barely scrapes six-

teen percent on average, the striking outliers ñ Rwanda with 49 percent of its 

assembly female, Argentina with 35 percent, Liberia and Chile with new women 

presidents this year ñ have raised expectations that there is an upward trend 

in women's representation from which we may expect big changes in the quality 

of governanceé.The essays in this volume consider the conditions for effective 

connections between women in civil society and women in politics, for the evo-

lution of political party platforms responsive to women's interests, for local gov-

ernment arrangements that enable women to engage effectively and for ac-

[It] argues that good governance from a gender per-

spective requires more than just additional women in politics, it requires fundamental incentive changes 

to orient public action and policy to support gender equality. 

 
Goldberg, Gertrude Schaffne. Poor Women in Rich Countries: Feminization of Poverty Over the 

Life Course. New York: Oxford University Press, 2009.  

  
The first book to study women's poverty over the life course, this wide-ranging collection focuses on 

the economic condition of single mothers and single elderly women ñ while also considering partnered 

women and immigrants ñ in eight wealthy but diverse countries: Canada, France, Germany, Italy, Japan, 

Sweden, the United Kingdom and the United States. An analysis of labor market and social welfare sec-

tors, Gertrude Goldberg and a team of outstanding international contributors conclude that both living-

wage employment and government provision of adequate benefits and services are necessary if lone 

women are to achieve a socially acceptable living standard. The chapters extend a feminist critique of 

welfare state theories and chart nations' disparate progress against poverty ñ probing, for instance, 

how Sweden emerged a leader in the prevention of women's poverty while the United States continues 

to lag. By identifying the social and economic policies that enable women to live independently, this book 

provides nothing less than a blueprint for abolishing women's poverty. 

 
Harcourt, Wendy. Body Politics in Development: Critical Debates in Gender and Development. 

London:  Zed Books, 2009. 

 
This book explores how activists around the world have organized to fight for their economic and social 

rights and well-being, to end violence against women and militarism, to promote sexual and reproduc-

tive rights and to protect bodily integrity in the face of the new biotechnologies. Seeing the body as a 

fluid site of power and political contestation where specific cultural, social and economic realities and 

struggles are played out, Wendy Harcourt looks at body politics from the intimate and personal within 

self, family and community to the public at national and global levels and discourses. Using narrative, in-

terview, analysis and theory to bring out the importance of different facets of body politics, this accessi-

ble book translates feminist and development discourse into vitally relevant material for all those inter-

ested in human rights and social justice. 

  
Hume, Mo. The Politics of Violence: Gender, Conflict and Community in El Salvador. Oxford: 

Wiley -Blackwell Publishers, 2009.  
 

The Politics of Violence develops an interdisciplinary feminist perspective grounded in original ethnographic 

research on everyday forms of violence in El Salvador. Mo Hume challenges dominant theories of vio-

lence through foregrounding subaltern vocabularies that have been historically ignored in debates on 

violence. It unites a critical analysis of theories of violence with original ethnographic research on its use 

and broader responses to its different manifestations. It makes an important theoretical contribution to 

debates on violence, through developing in-depth accounts of the violence of everyday life from a femi-

nist perspective. It examines the vocabularies of violence of those who live with it on an everyday basis, 

locating these vocabularies in a critical analysis of the relations of domination that have shaped Salva-

doran history. 
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Krook, Mona Lena. Quotas for Women in Politics: Gender and Candidate Selection Reform 

Worldwide. New York: Oxford University Press, 2009.  
 

This book addresses quotas as a global phenomenon in order to provide greater analytical leverage in ex-

plaining their spread and impact in diverse contexts around the world. It is organized around two sets of 

questions: First, why are quotas adopted? Which actors are involved in quota campaigns, and why do they 

support or oppose quota measures? Second, what effects do quotas have on existing patterns of political 

representation? Are these provisions sufficient for bringing more women into politics? Or, does their im-

pact depend on other features of the broader political context? Synthesizing the literature on quota poli-

cies, Mona Lena Krook develops a framework for analyzing the spread of quota provisions and the rea-

sons for variations in their effects. She then uses this framework to examine and compare different types 

of quota policies in Pakistan, India, Sweden, the United Kingdom, Argentina and France. 

  
Lanzona, Vina A. Amazons of the Huk Rebellion: Gender, Sex, and Revolution in the Philippines. 

Wisconsin: University of Wisconsin Press, 2009.  

  
Labeled òAmazonsó by the national press, women played a central role in the Huk rebellion, one of the 

most significant peasant-based revolutions in modern Philippine history. As spies, organizers, nurses, cou-

riers, soldiers and even military commanders, women worked closely with men to resist first Japanese 

occupation and later, after WWII, to challenge the new Philippine republic. But in the midst of the uncer-

tainty and violence of rebellion, these women also pursued personal lives, falling in love, becoming preg-

nant and raising families, often with their male comrades-in-arms. Drawing on interviews with over one 

hundred veterans of the movement, Vina A. Lanzona explores the Huk rebellion from the intimate and 

collective experiences of its female participants, demonstrating how their presence, and the complex 

questions of gender, family and sexuality they provoked, ultimately shaped the nature of the revolutionary 

struggle. 

  
Mahdavi, Pardis. Passionate Uprisings: Iran's Sexual Revolution. Stanford: Stanford University 

Press, 2009. 

  
There is perhaps no place in the world today where the stakes of partying and having sex are higher than 

in present-day Iran. Drinking and dancing can lead to arrest by the morality police and a punishment of up 

to 70 lashes. Consequences for sex outside of marriage can be even more severeñup to 84 lashes, or 

even public execution. But even under the threat of such harsh punishment, a sexual revolution is taking 

place. Iranian youth continually risk personal safety to meet friends, date, and, ultimately, to have sex. In the 

absence of any option for overt political dissent, young people have become part of a self-proclaimed revo-

lution in which they are using their bodies to make social and political statements. Sex has become both a 

source of freedom and an act of political rebellion...Pardis Mahdavi's narrative provides not only an invalu-

able insight into the real lives of much of Iran's population, but shows how sexual politics and the youth 

culture could even destabilize the current regime and change the course of Iranian politics. 

  

Robinson, Kathryn. Gender, Islam and Democracy in Indonesia. Oxfordshire: Routledge, 2009 . 
  

This book explores the relationship between gender, religion, and political action in Indonesia, examining 

the patterns of gender orders that have prevailed in recent history and demonstrating the different forms 

of social power this has afforded to women. It sets out the part played by women in the nationalist move-
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ment and the role of the women's movement in the structuring of the independent 

Indonesian state, the politics of the immediate post-independence period and the 

transition to the authoritarian New Order. It analyzes in detail the gender relations 

of the New Order regime, focused around the unitary family form supposed by the 

family system expounded in the New Order ideology and the contradictory impli-

cations of the opening up of the economy to foreign capital and ideas, for gender 

relations. Overall, this book provides a thorough investigation of the relationship 

between gender, religion, and democracy in Indonesia. 

  
Tripp, Aili Marie, Isabel Casimiro, Joy Kwesiga, and Alice Mungwa. African 

Womenõs Movements: Changing Political Landscapes. New York: 

Cambridge University Press, 2008.  

 
Women burst onto the political scene in Africa after the 1990s, claiming more than 

one third of the parliamentary seats in countries like Angola, Mozambique, South 

Africa, Tanzania, Uganda and Burundi. Women in Rwanda hold the highest percent-

age of legislative seats in the world. Women's movements lobbied for constitu-

tional reforms and new legislation to expand women's rights. This book examines 

the convergence of factors behind these dramatic developments, including the 

emergence of autonomous women's movements, changes in international and re-

gional norms regarding women's rights and representation, the availability of new 

resources to advance women's status and the end of civil conflict. The authors pro-

vide a fascinating analysis of the way in which women are transforming the political 

landscape in Africa, by bringing to bear their unique perspectives as scholars who 

have also been parliamentarians, transnational activists, and leaders in these move-

ments. 

  
Werner, Jayne. Gender, Household, and State in Post-Revolutionary Viet-

nam. New York: Routledge, 2008 . 

 
This book examines gender in post-revolutionary Vietnam, drawing on a wide 

range of primary sources and focusing on gender relations in the family and state 

since the onset of economic reform in 1986. Contrary to conventional analyses 

equating liberalization and decentralization with a reduced role for the state over 

social relations, Jayne Werner argues that gender relations continued to bear the 

imprint of state gender policies and discourses in the post-socialist state. While the 

household remained a highly statist sphereéthe unequal status of men and women 

in the family was based on kinship ties that provided the underlying structure of the 

family andédepended less on their economic contribution than on family norms 

and conceptions of proper gendered behavior. Werner explores the ways in which 

the Doi Moi state utilized constructions of gender to advance its own interests, just 

as the communist revolutionary regime had earlier used gender as a key strategic 

component of post-colonial government. 
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International Politics/International Political Economy  

  
Alfredson, Lisa S. Creating Human Rights: How Noncitizens Made Sex Persecution Matter to the 

World. Pennsylvania: University of Pennsylvania, 2008.  

  
This book studies pioneering women's refugee movement and its challenge, as an international trigger case, 

to more conventional paths toward human rights policy development. [It] argues that such cases, which un-

fold in the context of a specific country and have profound impacts on international human rights efforts, 

have been neglected in research and pose a challenge to recent theorizing on human rights change. Analyz-

ing original empirical data and sociopolitical historical trends, the book documents the decisive global im-

pacts of the movement while shedding light on the paradox of noncitizen politics and asylum seekers' little 

recognized political strength. In the case of the women's refugee movement, the convergence of human 

rights and noncitizen politics points toward a new dimension for human rights scholarship that, in the cur-

rent age of globalization, is becoming critically important. 

 
Ferguson, Katherine E. and Monique Mironesco (Eds.) Gender and Globalization in Asia and the 

Pacific. Honolulu: University of Hawaiõi Press, 2008. 

 
This collection of 18 original essays combines feminist theory with careful empirical and historical work to 

analyze colonial histories, cultural translations, labor and migrations, changing family dynamics, media repre-

sentations, state interventions, sexualities, trafficking and militarization in Asian and Pacific sites.  

  
Miranda, Alison and James Grow (Eds.) Women and Political Violence: Female Combatants in 

Ethno-National Conflict. Oxfordshire: Routledge, 2009.  

 
This book directly challenges the stereotype that women are inherently peaceable by examining female 

combatants in ethno-national conflicts. Drawing upon two fresh case studies of Sri Lanka and Northern Ire-

land, Miranda Alison explores how, when women have traditionally appeared in literature on war, they have 

been predominantly depicted as the victims of conflict. This book takes seriously the reality of women as 

combatants. Indeed, female soldiers/irregulars are features of most modern conflicts. Drawing on original 

interview materials, this book addresses why and how some women choose to become violently engaged in 

nationalist conflicts. It also highlights the personal and political costs and benefits incurred by such women 

to present a valuable insight into this ever topical area. 

  
Sjoberg, Laura. Gender and International Security: Feminist Perspectives. New York: Routledge, 

2009. 

  
This book attempts to define the relationship between gender and international security, analyzing and cri-

tiquing international security theory and practice from a gendered perspective. The common theme running 

through the essays is that gender matters in the theory and practice of international security in three main 

ways: it is necessary, conceptually, for understanding international security; it is important in analyzing 

causes and predicting outcomes; and it is essential to thinking about solutions and promoting positive 

change in the security realm. Each chapter demonstrates these points through case studies, theoretical 

analysis, evidence and examples. If gender analysis is crucial to international security, however, the discipline 

of IR does not reflect this. Gender in security is undertheorized, and scholars would benefit from produc-

tive conversations to explain and understand the role of gender in shaping global security, as well as how 

gender is conceptually and empirically affected by global security. 
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 Shalhoub-Kevorkian, Nadera. Militarization and Violence against Women in Conflict Zones in 

Middle East: A Palestinian Case-Study. New York: Cambridge University Press, 2009.  
 

This book examines and discusses the ordeals that women face as violence is perpetrated against them in 

politically conflicted and militarized areas. In conflict zones, every act is affected by, dependent on, and mo-

bilized by militaristic values. The militarization of both the private and public space and the use of the gen-

dered bodies increases the vulnerability of both men and women and further masculinizes the patriarchal 

hegemonic powers. Through the stories and ordeals of women in politically conflicted areas and war zones, 

and by sharing voices of Palestinian women from the Occupied Territories, it is shown that claims such as 

'security reasoning', fear from 'terrorism', nationalism, preservation of 'cultural authenticity' and preserva-

tion of the land can turn women's bodies and lives into boundary markers and thus sites of violence, contes-

tation, and resistance.  

 

 

American Politics  

 
Carlson, A. Cherree. The Crimes of Womanhood: Defining Femininity in a Court of Law. Chicago: 

Illinois University of Illinois  Press, 2008. 

 
Cultural views of femininity exerted a powerful influence on the courtroom arguments used to defend or 

condemn notable women on trial in nineteenth-century and early-twentieth-century America. Cherree 

Carlson analyzes the colorful rhetorical strategies employed by lawyers and reporters in the trials of several 

women of varying historical stature, from the insanity trials of Mary Todd Lincoln and Lizzie Borden's trial 

for the brutal slaying of her father and stepmother, to lesser-known trials involving insanity, infidelity, mur-

der, abortion, and interracial marriage. Carlson reveals clearly just how narrow was the line that women 

had to walk, since the same womanly virtues that were expected of them ñ passivity, frailty and purity ñ 

could be turned against them at any time. With gripping retellings and incisive analysis, this book will appeal 

to historians, rhetoricians, feminist researchers, and anyone who enjoys courtroom drama. 

 
Jordan-Zachery, Julia S. Black Women, Cultural Images and Social Policy. New York: Routledge, 

2008. 

 
[This book] offers a critical analysis of the policy-making process. Julia Jordan-Zachery demonstrates how 

social meanings surrounding the discourses on crime, welfare and family policies produce and reproduce 

discursive practices that maintain gender and racial hierarchies. Using critical discourse analysis (CDA), she 

analyzes the values and ideologies ensconced in the various images of black womanhood and their impact on 

policy formation. This book provides exceptional insight into the racing-gendering process of policy making 

to show how relations of power and forms of inequality are discursively constructed and impact the lives of 

African American women. 

 
Goren, Lilly (Ed.) Youõve Come A Long Way, Baby: Women, Politics, Politics, and Popular Culture. 

Lexington, Kentucky: University Press of Kentucky, 2009.  

 
This book investigates the role of popular culture in womenõs lives. Framed by discussions of contemporary 

feminism, the volume examines gender in relation to sexuality, the workplace, consumerism, fashion, poli-

tics, and the beauty industry. In analyzing societal depictions of women, editor Lilly J. Goren and an impres-

sive list of contributors illustrate how media reflects and shapes the feminine sense of power, identity, and 
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the daily challenges of the twenty-first century. Along with a discussion of women in 

politics, various contributors examine a range of gender-related issues from modern 

motherhood and its implications for female independence to the roles of women and 

feminism in pop music. By employing an open approach rather than adhering to a sin-

gle, narrow theory, [this book] appeals not only to scholars and students of gender 

studies but to anyone interested in confronting the struggles and celebrating the 

achievements of women in modern society. 

  
McDonagh, Eileen. The Motherless State: Womenõs Political Leadership and 

American Democracy. Chicago, IL: University of Chicago Press, 2009.  

  
American women attain more professional success than most of their counterparts 

around the world, but they lag surprisingly far behind in the national political arena. 

Women held only 15 percent of U.S. congressional seats in 2006, a proportion that 

ranks America behind eighty-two other countries in terms of females elected to legis-

lative office. A compelling exploration of this deficiency, The Motherless State reveals 

why the United States differs from comparable democracies that routinely elect far 

more women to their national governing bodies and chief executive positions. Most 

other democracies, the author demonstrates, view women as more suited to govern 

because their governments have taken on maternal roles through social welfare provi-

sions, gender quotas or the continuance of symbolic hereditary monarchies. The 

United States has not adopted such policies, and until it does, Eileen McDonagh in-

sightfully warns, American women run for office with a troubling disadvantage.  

  

 

Feminist Theory/Methodology  

 
Antonopolus, Rania and Indira Hirway. (Eds.) Unpaid Work and the Economy: 

Gender, Time Use, and Poverty. New York: Palgrave, 2009.  

  
Unpaid work is increasingly recognized for its contributions to the well-being of soci-

ety, it is seen as an organic component of the economic system. This book combines 

theoretical, technical and policy-orientated discussion that reveals the need to incor-

porate unpaid work in economic analysis, specifically in the context of poverty and 

gender equality. Individual chapters investigate the intersections of income poverty, 

unpaid work, and women's overtaxed time, the research focuses on three significant 

regions: Africa, Latin America, and Asia. The contributors create thoughtful and pro-

vocative arguments, building upon the existing literature and synthesizing diverse 

strands of research on time-use surveys, to make concrete policy recommendations 

for development strategies. 

  
Dossa, Parin. Racialized Bodies, Disabling Worlds: Storied Lives of Immigrant 

Muslim Women. Toronto: University of Toronto Press, 2009.  

  
Parin Dossa explores the lives of Canadian Muslim women who share their stories of 

social marginalization and disenfranchisement in a disabling world. Based on narrative

ethnography, Racialized Bodies, Disabling Worlds makes a case for positive acknowledgement of perceived dif-

ferences of nationality, religion, multiple-abilities and gendered and race-based identities. It offers a powerful 

argument for bridging two disparate bodies of work: disability studies and anti-racist feminism. Most signifi-

cantly, it shows how racialized Muslim women with disabilities are redefining the parameters of their social 

worlds and developing a distinctively pluralistic understanding of abilities. This ground-breaking work gives 

presence to the lives of people who are otherwise rendered socially invisible. 

  
Holmes, Mary. The Representation of Feminists as Political Actors: Challenging Liberal Democracy. 

Germany: VDM Verlag Dr. Müller, 2008.  

  
There has been renewed interest in the history of second wave feminism, as it is forty years since the po-

litical upheavals of 1968 which prompted this new movement for womenõs liberation. A key feature of that 

movement was its challenge to liberal democracy, tackling not just political issues but the very nature of 

the political system itself. This work takes the feminist movement in Aotearoa/New Zealand to be broadly 

representative of that challenge, with due attention to cultural particularities. Feminist writings, designed to 

bring new converts and to communicate the aims and views of the movement were crucial in formulating 

the challenge. Yet these have been largely ignored. By analyzing writings New Zealand feminists produced 

between 1970 (when the movement took off in New Zealand) and 1984, unique insight into second wave 

feminist movement can be gained. The challenges feminists made to liberal democratic forms impacted on 

how they represented themselves as political actors. 

 
Jonasdottir, Anna G. and Kathleen B. Jones. The Political Interests of Gender Revisited: Redoing 

Theory and Research with a Feminist Face. Manchester: Manchester University Press, 

2009. 

 
In this new anthology, the editors of the widely acclaimed The Political Interests of Gender (1988) make a 

compelling case for reconstructing feminist theory in critical-realist terms, fostering more robust, multi-

dimensional approaches to analyses of the political interests of gender. Leading gender studies' scholars 

utilize different research traditions to investigate topics including human rights, women's movements, gen-

dered labor markets, international monetary policy, equality policy and queer politics. This unique anthol-

ogy includes theoretical and empirical work, illustrating how to build bridges between materialist and dis-

cursive theoretical frameworks for understanding the politics of gender. It will be a trend-setting text for 

advanced gender studies political science and sociology courses, as well as for professionals in these fields. 

  
Mookherjee, Monica . Womenõs Rights as Multicultural Claims: Reconfiguring Gender and Diversity 

in Political Philosophy. Scotland: Edinburgh University Press, 2009.  

  
 Monica Mookherjee develops Iris Young's idea of "gender as seriality" in order to reconfigure feminism in 

such a way that it responds to cultural diversity. A discourse of rights can be formulated, she argues, and 

this task is crucial to balancing women's interests and multicultural claims. Mookherjee works out her claim 

through a series of difficult dilemmas in modern liberal democracies: the resurgence of controversy over 

the Hindu practice of widow-immolation (sati); Muslim divorce laws that are gender-discriminatory, as 

made famous by India's Shah Bano incident; forced marriage in the UK's South Asian communities; the right 

of evangelical Christian parents to exempt their children from secular education; and the right for Muslim

Proposed By-Laws of the APSA Organized Section for Women and Politics 

 
1. All members of the American Political Science Association are eligible to become members of the Section. Annual membership 

dues are $30.00for regular members and $25.00 for student members. Members receive a subscription to Politics & Gender, the 

sectionõs journal. 

 
2. The Executive Council of the Section consists of a President, President-Elect, Secretary, Treasurer, Newsletter Editor, and four 

other members, chosen to assure representation of the diverse fields of interest within the Section.  

 

3. Duties of the members of the Executive Council are: 
a. President: serves as overall coordinator of Section business, including arrangements for the following yearõs annual meeting, dis-

tribution of information to the membership, and coordination with other groups such as the Womenõs Caucus for Political Science 

and the APSA Committee on the Status of Women. The President makes all appointments, including that of a Newsletter Editor, 

and organizes the selection of the Best Dissertation on the topic of Women and Politics, the Best Paper on Women in Politics 

presented at the Annual Meeting, and the Okin-Young Award in Feminist Political Theory. Responsibilities include: soliciting nomi-

nations of papers, dissertations and articles; establishing a selection committee for each award; notifying the award recipient(s), the 

Treasurer, and the APSA in writing; and announcing the award and presenting the prizes at the following business meeting. The 

President appoints and serves on the Editorial Selection Committee. The President also negotiates the terms and conditions of the 

contract governing the publication of Politics & Gender.

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b. Secretary: is responsible for taking minutes at the following yearõs annual meeting and submitting them for publication in the 

newsletter; also assists in publicizing section awards and other activities of the Section.  

 
c. Treasurer: has responsibility for the financial affairs of the Section, including but not limited to accounts coordination with the 

APSA, paying out awards money, reimbursing or advancing funds for the newsletter, and forwarding membership applications to 

the APSA. The Treasurer will present a written and oral account of the Sectionõs finances at each annual Business Meeting, with 

the written report published in the Newsletter. 

 
d. Newsletter Editor: is responsible for soliciting material for, assembling and distributing to the Section a minimum of two 

newsletters per year. The content of the newsletter should be determined in consultation with the President of the Section.  

 
e. President-Elect: serves as Program Chair and issues a call for papers in time to meet APSA deadlines for program organiza-

tion. The President-Elect serves as President the year after serving as Program Chair.  

 

f. Other Council members: serve as an advisory board and actively assist in Section business. 

 
4. Terms of Office: The President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Newsletter Editor serve a one-year term upon election by the gen-

eral membership of the Section. The other four Executive Council members serve two-year terms with two new Executive 

Council members elected each year. 

  
5. Nominating Procedures: The Executive Council solicits nominations in January through the Newsletter email list and forwards 

them to a Nominations Subcommittee consisting of the President, President-Elect, Secretary, and Treasurer. A slate of candi-

dates will then be submitted to the full Executive Committee for approval. The slate of nominates will then be submitted to the 

general membership at the APSA Annual meeting for a vote at the Sectionõs Business Meeting. 

  
6. A President Elect Designate will be nominated and elected one year in advance of serving as the President-Elect in order to be 

available for inclusion on the APSA Program Committee. 

  

7. A business meeting will be held at each APSA meeting. 

  
8. Politics & Gender is the official journal of the Section. The journal is edited by a team of three to five faculty members, headed 

by a managing editor. The editors are chosen by the Editorial Selection Committee and are appointed for a three-year term 

(renewable for no more than three years). The editorial board consists of 20 to 35 members. The journal is published quarterly. 

Section members receive a subscription to the journal. The journal editors present an editorial report to the Sectionõs annual 

business meeting. 

  
The editorial team must represent breadth and balance of areas and approaches in the broad and interdisciplinary field of gender 

politics. Four key criteria are used by the Editorial Selection Committee: comprehensive vision of the journal; demonstrated 

breadth and balance in the sub-field; editorial and administrative experience; and effective organizational plans and financial/

institutional support. 

  

9. The Section confers three awards annually: 

  
a. The Best Paper Award is given for the best paper on women and politics at the previous yearõs APSA conference. Any individ-

ual can nominate a paper for the award, including self-nominations. In addition, all papers presented in the Women and Politics 

Research Section and posted to the APSA conference paper website will be considered nominated. 

  
b. The Best Dissertation Award is given for the best dissertation in women and politics completed and successfully defended in 

the previous calendar year. 

  
c. The Okin-Young Award in Feminist Political Theory is jointly given by the Section, Foundations of Political Theory, and the 

Womenõs Caucus for Political Science. The award commemorates the scholarly, mentoring, and professional contributions of 

Susan Moller Okin and Iris Marion Young to the development of the field of feminist political theory. This annual award recog-

nizes the best paper on feminist theory published in an English language academic journal during the previous calendar year. Pa-

pers are considered by self-nomination or nomination by other individuals. Nominations are due no later than 15 February and

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the Award decision is announced by 1 June. 

  
The Section is responsible for annually coordinating with the other two sections to constitute the Award Committee, on which 

there will be a nominee from each of the three sections. The role of chair of the Award Committee rotates sequentially on a three 

year cycle among the three sections, and the Section keeps track of this cycle. Presentation of the Award also rotates: it is pre-

sented at the business meeting of the section from which the chair of the Award Committee is appointed that year. The Section is 

also responsible (with the assistance of the other two sections and APSA) for ensuring the Award is well publicized annually. The 

Section oversees the financial aspects of the award process. 

  
10. The By-Laws may be amended by the Executive council, printed in the newsletter, and approved in a vote of the general mem-

bership at the business meeting. 

  
The Executive Council of the Section is proposing the following bylaw changes. The changes will be discussed and 

voted on at the 2009 Section Business meeting at 12:15 on Friday, September 4 th .

2008 Frank Goodnow Award Winner: Judith H. Stiehm  

 
Leader, advocate and pioneer, Judith H. Stiehm  has worked unflaggingly to advance the representation 

of women within the profession; she was an early contributor to the national and comparative study of 

womenõs role in political life; indeed she has been instrumental in the development of the subfield of 

women and politics itself.  

 
As a founder, and later president, of the Womenõs Caucus in Political Science and a founder of the Section 

of Women and Politics within the International Political Science Association, Dr. Stiehm took on a myriad 

of roles to expand new and enhance existing opportunities for women in political science. In recognition 

of her efforts on behalf of women in the profession she was named a òMentor of Distinctionó by the APSA 

Womenõs Caucus in 1996.  

 
Similarly, Dr. Stiehm has been affiliated with the National Council for Research on Women and the Na-

tional Womenõs Studies Association. She chaired the University of Southern Californiaõs Committee of the 

Status of Women and the Professional Development Committee of the Western Political Science Associa-

tion which she subsequently served as President with distinction. 

 
In 1981, Dr. Stiehm was part of the American Political Science Associationõs Task Force on Women and 

American Government Task Force. Her service to the Association include Secretary of the APSA Council 

and chair of the Franklin L. Burdette Pi Sigma Alpha Award Committee, as well as terms on the Woodrow 

Wilson Foundation Award Committee; the Centennial Campaign Executive Committee; the APSA Council;
